RESULTS TIGATION:

The test borings on this lot were located approximately as shown on the attached site plan.
Testing was primarily confined to the higher elevations of the property.

The test borings revealed a silt loam topsoil, subsoil, substratum in Test Boring 1 and a loamy
sand topsoil, subsoil, and substratum in Test Boring 2. A restrictive layer and seasonal high
water table were encountered at 22 inches below the surface in Test Boring 1 and none were
encountered in Test Boring 2. The disposal fields proposed are rated large to medium (24
plastic chambers for a 3-bedroom house). A raised disposal field approximately 24 inches
high is required at Test Boring 1 and no mounding is required at Test Boring 2. The Maine
Plumbing Code designations are 8C and 5B. |
