Site Work:
The excavation is quoted and priced based on available materials that can be utilized on
site. Excess material from site work may be utilized at Builder’s discretion.

The site will be cleared within approximately 25 feet around the proposed house location.

The foundation will be dug as drawn on the plans or as may be agreed to by Builder and
Buyer.

The driveway will be gravel and one culvert will be installed if required by the driveway
opening permit. Culvert type to be determined by Builder.

Any necessary trenching for water, power, telephone and cable lines, must be discussed
and agreed upon by the parties hereto. UNDERGROUND UTILITIES ARE AN EXTRA
AT $5.00 PER FOOT FOR ANY DISTANCE IN EXCESS OF 100 FEET. The cost is to
be determined based on the location of the house relative to the location of the nearest

The foundation will be prepared for perimeter drains on both interior and exterior of the
wall footings. A positive drain to an outfall area will be installed if the lot allows for this.
If a positive drain is not possible, a sump pit will be installed by the Contractor at an
additional cost of $500.00 for pump. Install: YES
Buyer’s Initials:

If “NO”, Buyer fully understands that they have taken responsibility for any potential
water back-ups due to rain, groundwater, run-off, city drains, etc.

The foundation will be properly back filled with clean sand or gravel and materials on
site that would be proper backfill or fill material. Stone will be placed under the slab area
of the house and outside of the drain area to allow for proper drain performance. Garage,
if any, will be backfilled with sand or gravel.

THERE IS NO WAY FOR RADON TO BE DETERMINED UNTIL THE HOUSE IS
COMPLETELY FINISHED AND A RADON TEST HAS BEEN PERFORMED.
BUILDER IS NOT RESPONSIBLE FOR SUCH TESTING AND MITIGATION OF

The 25 foot area that is disturbed to allow for excavation will be properly graded and 2-4
inches of loam will be applied to the disturbed area. Contractor will install seed or
“hydro seed”. (contractor’s choice) but the final outcome of the lawn will be the
tesponsibility of the client. (Client will need to properly water, lime, and/or fertilize the
lawn so that the seed can properly germinate.) NOTE: All parties understand and agree
that the lawns are the sole responsibility of the customer. Builder recommends hiring a
lawn service to ensure the lawn’s successful growth. Should an act of Geod (i.e.: rain,
ground water, etc.) cause the seeding process to fail, all parties understand the loam,
grading, and seeding process is a one time only application. The Builder and/or
Contractor will not return to the site and re-do this process.

LEDGE: Buyer may provide for an allowance for blasting. In the event that blasting is
necessary, the cost for it shall be applied against the allowance provided for herein. The
balance, if any, shall be credited back to Buyer. Any costs exceeding the allowance shall
be borne by the Buyer.

Well Water: If Applicable:

Builder will guaranty water quantity, but will not guaranty water quality. Builder is not
responsible for any water testing or chlorinating. Portability and filtration is the sole

responsibility of the Buyer. Builder is not responsible for any remediation that may be
required.

OR City Water

Where Public Water (City Water) is available, it may be necessary to extend waterlines to
the property. Any cost associated with extending the lines to the lot shall be borne by the
Buyer. Builder agrees to extend waterlines up to 100 feet from the stub on site to the
premises.

Foundation Work:

Excavation for foundation is based on a depth of no more than 8 feet. Additional
excavation required to reach “stable ground” may be an extra expense to Buyer. A
footing on stable ground will be installed as per plans. The foundation walls, both 8’ and
4’ frost walls will be installed as per the plans and/or standard construction practices. No
daylight walls are included in this contract unless shown on plans or recognized in a
Change Order. If added, such walls (concrete, windows, trim, etc.) will be an extra.

Foundation windows will be contractor’s choice, slide type, insulated with screens as
shown on plan. Builder may change the exact location.

(Any specialized concrete work is available as needed, but must be quoted in writing and
agreed to by the Buyer and Builder.)

The foundation pins will be broken off and the foundation walls and footers will be
sealed.

Concrete Floors:

A basement as shown on plans will have 4+/- inches over the stone, with a pitch to the
sump pit area, if applicable. Any garage floor will be 4 +/-inches, pitched from the back
of the garage to the front doors.

NOTE: (1) Non-structural concrete cracks (less than Y inch in floors, and 1/8 inch in

walls) are not unusual in concrete foundation walls and floors. These cracks and their
appropriate repairs are the responsibility of the homeowner. (2) Cracks greater than %
inch in floors, and 1/8 inch in walls, should be looked at for possible surface patching or
caulking. This type of repair will be evaluated and performed by the Builder. These
repairs should only be made toward the end of the first year of construction, unless
Builder is notified of leaking through walls or floors, as to allow for normal stabilizing of
the home due to settiing.




Framing:
All framing will be as specified on the plans. The sills will be Pressure Treated on top of
sill seal. All exterior walls of the house are 2x6, 16" on center. All interior walls are

2x4, 16" on center, unless noted otherwise on the plans.

All framing as shown on the plans will be built in accordance with all state, local and
B.0.C.A. Buiiding codes.

The roof system will typically be built as shown and designed on the plans. Builder
reserves the right to substitute materials of equal or better quality in its discretion.

Should any changes be made due to material cost or availability, Builder will ensure such
changes do not affect the structural integrity of the home.

NOTE: Framing contractors build as per “floor plans and cross sectionals”, not
“elevations”. Buyers should review and accept the drawings, by signature on plans, prior
to start of construction.

Metal doors are pre-primed and must be
painted interior and exterior by Buyer to insure warranty. If specialty hardware or
features on doors are requested, it must be in writing with the cost of the request
identified. Painting of these doors is considered an extra.

embossed panel with white finish coat. The doors are weather-stripped. There are safety
cables on the springs. These doors have a white finish coat on them and do not need to
be painted. Extra painting of these doors is not covered in this agreement uniess
otherwise stated herein,




Insu]ation:

The exterior walls will be R-19 with a vapor barrier. The flat ceiling areas will have an
R-Value or 38. Slope ceilings will be R-26 to R-30 depending on rafter specs.

The basement ceiling will be insulated 6™ in from the sill. '

Drywali:
All walls and ceilings will be sheetrocked with %2 drywall, screwed in place. There will

be 3 coats of drywall joint compound over the seams and screws. All joints will be
sanded and ready for paint. A 5/8” fire code drywall will be installed as necessary per
building codes, with a tape coat only, unless stated otherwise. Small cracks and screw
pops are common as a result of settling that occurs with new construction. Upon the one
year anniversary of closing Builder will make repairs to such minor imperfections and
repaint the effected areas. Builder will not repaint entire walls or ceilings in the effected
areas-only the immediate vicinity( approximate two square foot area) of the

imperfections.

All voids, seams and nail holes shall be filled with either a latex based caulking or
spackling compound.

All ceilings will receive one coat of Sherwin Williams Flat Finish White paint or
comparable product.

Latex Paint: One wall color may be chosen by the homeowner. Additional colors may
be selected at an extra cost of $350.00 per color. Any color that requires two coats of
paint (prime coat plus two coats) will result an additional charge to client based on the
amount of surface requiring two coats,
